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                         VOLUNTEER OPPORTUNITIES

Year-round tasks

Help Treasurer with bookkeeping, perfect if you enjoy numbers.

Help Treasurer with office management tasks, such as picking up team mail, dropping deposits at bank, or completing paperwork.  Good spot if you are organized and want to work from home.

PR.  Are you good with a camera?  Know how to do press releases to local papers?  This is for you!

Timing.  All sanctioned meets require the support of the teams attending the event to time.  LAMV will generally be assigned a specific lane to staff for the duration of the meet.  This is as simple as pushing a button when the swimmer touches the wall.  Everyone who has a swimmer at a meet helps in this fun area. 

One-time tasks  (Volunteer opportunities are posted on our website.)
In January our swim zone runs a championship meet.  This is staffed by volunteers from all the teams within our zone, or district.  Our team typically helps in two areas as follows:

______
Check-in.  Upon arrival at a meet each swimmer has to sign in.  Your job is to help the swimmer find his/her name.  You will be trained and will share the job with several people.

______
Runner.  A meet cannot work without paperwork, such as heat and lane postings, timing sheets for each swim lane, and results postings.  Your job it to distribute and collect the paperwork. 


Marshall.  Ensure safety on the swim deck for the meet.  A great “official” way of seeing your child swim from the swim deck!

Hospitality.  Take snacks and beverages around to the officials, timers and other meet workers.

Announcer.  Read the names of swimmers during events.  Announce upcoming activities.

Facilities.  Handy with your hands?  Assembling the canopies before the meet starts is your spot.
